To calculate the correlation in SPSS using standardized scores, you need to do the following:

1.  Get the mean and standard deviation for x and y using ANALYZE/DESCRIPTIVE STATISTICS/DESCRIPTIVES

2.  Compute the standardized scores using TRANSFORM/COMPUTE

3.  Compute the product of standardized x and standardized y using TRANSFORM COMPUTE (that is, multiply them together)

4.  Get the mean of the product variable from step 3 using ANALYZE/DESCRIPTIVE STATISTICS/DESCRIPTIVES

5.  Multiply the number from step 4 by N/(N-1), where N is the number of cases.  Now you have the correlation between x and y.
