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Exporting SPSS Output

If you save SPSS output, it will go to a file called NAME.spo, which can be opened again in SPSS.  However, you can't read a ".spo" file on a computer that doesn't have SPSS.  So it's better to "export" SPSS output into a form that can be read by other programs.  Since the book doesn't say much about export, this handout gives instructions.

1.  From the output window, click on the FILE menu command.

2. Then choose EXPORT (about halfway down the list of commands).

3.  In the top box in the window, choose "output document"

4.  In the lower right box, choose the export format.  The default is and HTML file, which means you can read it with any web browser.  Word/rtf file is also useful, since then you can read it with Word or most other word processing programs.

5. Go up to the middle box and use the BROWSE button to select a directory for saving the output.  On the computers in Montieth 203, "Student Work" is the best place to save it.  You can also change the file name when you do this.

6.  If you want to take the file with you, copy it onto a floppy disk, or e-mail it to yourself.
